Now before ne, in regard to the above-captioned matter,

are 1) a "Joint Mdtion to Remand," addressed to the U S. Court

of Appeals for the Third Grcuit in Wstnorel and County Enpl oynent

and Training Admnistration and Westnorel and County Board of

Supervisors v. United States Departnent of Labor, No. 82-3365,

by the three parties naned in that case title; 2) an Order by

_the court, dated January 25, 1984, granting that notion; and

3) a "Stipulation of Settlenent" addressed to ne and signed
by the two Westnoreland County parties and the U S. Departnent
of Labor Enpl oynent and Training Admnistration Gant Oficer.

The "Stipulation of Settlenent" provides, inter alia, that

"[d]isallowed coSsts of $6,222 associated with a WCETA subgrant
to the Westnoreland Community College (WCC) are to be resol ved

with allowabl e cera costs of $10,616 incurred in by WCC for
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the grant and annual plan period covered by the audit for which
WCC did not request WCETA reinbursenent during the audit period";
that "[t)he Department will make the necessary adjustnments in
accounts to allow these costs to stand-in for the disallowed
costs of $6,222"; and that "said Stipulation of Settlement is
the full, final, and conplete resolution of the instant case."
Because the above-quoted "Stipulation" |anguage suggests
the possibility that some further steps requiring admnistrative
tribunal approval may be required, and in view of the Admnistra-
tive Law Judge's famliarity with the record in this case this
matter should be remanded to the Ofice of Admnistrative Law
Judges.
Accordingly, it is Odered that the above-captioned natter

action consistent with the above-referenced 'Joint Mtion,"
