ORDER

On June 12, 1995 the Plaintiff filed two motions with respect to this matter. Initialy the
Plaintiff moved to extend the discovery and hearing dates and a second motion was filed to bifurcate
for trial the issues of liability and individual relief.

Stage | of the trial will include al issues
relating to liability and prospective relief. Stage Il of the tria will involve issues relating to
determinations of relief for individuals in the event Provident Bankcorp, Inc. isfound liable at Stage |
of this proceeding.
