ORDER DISMISSING APPEAL FOR FAILURE TO SHOW CAUSE 
 

 On October 9, 2015, the Administrative Review Board issued a Notice of Appeal 
and Order Establishing Briefing Schedule in this case.  Under the terms of the Order, 
Complainant’s opening brief was due on or before October 23, 2015.  The Board 
cautioned Complainant that if he failed to timely file his opening brief, the Board could 
dismiss his petition for review or impose other sanctions.   
 

Complainant did not file an opening brief as ordered.  The Board’s authority to 
effectively manage its docket, including authority to require compliance with Board 
briefing orders, is necessary to “achieve orderly and expeditious disposition of cases.”0F

This Board has authority to issue sanctions, including dismissal, for a party’s failure to 
comply with the Board’s orders and briefing requirements.1F

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Accordingly, we ordered Complainant to show cause no later than February 1, 

2016, why we should not dismiss his appeal.  The Board cautioned Complainant that if it 
did not receive his response to this order on or before February 1, 2016, the Board could 
dismiss the appeal without further notice to the parties. 

 
Complainant did not respond to the Order to Show Cause and has failed to file an 

opening brief.  Accordingly, because Complainant has failed to respond to the Board’s 
show cause order and, therefore, has failed to show cause why the Board should not 
dismiss his appeal because of his failure to file an opening brief as ordered by the Board, 
Complainant’s appeal is DISMISSED.
