ORDER CLOSING CASE

On October 30, 2013, the Administrative Review Board granted Respondent’s
request for an extension of time until November 25, 2013, to file a Petition for Review in
this case arising under the H-2B provision of the Immigration and Nationality Act.® The
Respondent did not file the petition for review as ordered. The Board’s authority to
effectively manage its docket, including authority to require compliance with Board
briefing orders, is necessary to “achieve orderly and expeditious disposition of cases.””
This Board has authority to issue sanctions, including dismissal, for a party’s failure to
comply with the Board’s orders and briefing requirements.®

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Accordingly, we ordered Respondent to show cause no later than December 20,
2013, why we should not close docket number 14-004 because it had failed to file a
petition for review in accordance with the Board’s October 30, 2013 order. We cautioned
Respondent that if the Board did not receive its response to this order on or before
December 20, 2013, the Board may close the case without further notice to the parties.

Respondent did not respond to the Board’s show cause order. Accordingly, we
CLOSE docket number 14-004.*
