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ORDER GRANTING WITHDRAWAL OF APPEAL 

On March 31, 2017, Complainant Vera Riley fil ed a petition for review of an 
Administrative Law Judge's Order Granting Summary Judge in this case arising under the 
employee protection provisions of the Surface Transportation Assistance Act. 1 The Secretary of 
Labor has delegated authority to issue final agency decisions under the ST AA to the

Adrninistmtive Review Board. 2 The Administrative Review Board accepted the petition and 
issued an order establishing the briefing schedule. 

On May 1, 2017, Riley filed a Motion for Voluntary Dismissal. On May 5, 2017, 
Respondents El-Hajj Malik El-Shabazz Public School Academy, Cordree McConnell, and 
Vincent Price responded to the Motion stating that they did not object to it. 

A party may withdraw a petition for review of an ALJ's decision at any time before the 
A RB issues a final decision in the ca<;e.3 If the Board grants a motion to withdraw, the 
Administrative Law Judge's decision in the case becomes the final decision of the Secretary of 
Labor.4 Accordingly, we GRANT Complainant's Motion for Voluntary Dismissal and dose this 
case.
